Visit the UK high street’s fi rst semi-permanent make-
up boutique, in the heart of Knightsbridge, and 
wave goodbye to eyebrow pencils for good. Tracie 
Giles will map the ideal brow shape for your face 
and mix a bespoke mineral pigment to match your 
hair and skin. Using the latest digital technology 
from Munich, Tracie infuses the pigment into the 
epidermis of the skin, in a procedure that’s similar 
to having a tattoo — fi rst applying an anaesthetic 
gel to reduce discomfort. So, does it hurt?

Tracie tells us it can vary from person to person 
depending on your pain threshold but it rarely 
puts people o�  returning — however it can 
make your eyes water a bit. 
Most people need two initial treatments, with 
results lasting between nine and 18 months. The 

colour intensity is 50% darker immediately after the procedure 
but this fades slightly around a week later, so book an 
appointment well in advance if you’re planning on attending a 
big event. 

Prices for the 3D Brow Treatment start from £395, or 
£795 with Tracie. Other semi-permanent treatments include 
eyeliner and eyelash defi ner.
